Bylaw Amendment Notices 

 
1.  Amend Article VIII, Section 1, 
A, by inserting "by a nominating 
committee, if any, and" after 
"Nominations shall be made" and 
before "from the floor of the 
conference."  If adopted, it would 
read: 
  
"Nominations shall be made by a 
nominating committee, if any, and 
from the floor at conference." 
  
Rationale:  Article IX, Section 4 
anticipates the possibility of a 
nominating committee, and such 
has been the practice, so the 
bylaws should clearly authorize 
nominations this way. 
  
2.  Amend Article VIII, Section 1, 
C, by striking "Board or 
Directors" and inserting "Board of 
Directors, or the nominating 
committee if any," with the 
resulting sentence reading:  
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 "Nominations submitted to the 
Board of Directors, or the 
nominating committee if any, in 
advance of the conference shall be 
announced in the call to 
conference edition of the 
Northwest Nugget if possible." 
  
Rationale:  This fixes the typo 
("or" should be "of") and allows 
nominations to be submitted to a 
nominating committee as well as 
to the board. 
  
3.  Amend Article VIII, Section 2, 
by inserting at the beginning, 
"Officers shall be elected at the 
regional conference."  Rationale, 
this seems to be assumed but no 
where explicitly stated in the 
bylaws.  
  
4.  Amend Article VIII, Section 2, 
by striking "name" and inserting 
"nominee" with the resulting 
sentence reading: 
  
"Election of officers shall be by 
ballot unless there is only one 
nominee for an office, in which 
case the election for that office 
may be declared by the presiding 
officer."
